YOUNG ARTISTS DIVISION
The Young Artists Division (YAD) is BSNY’s premier  

pre-professional training program. Selected students are given 
performing opportunities with New York Theatre Ballet, giving 
them real exposure to a professional career in the arts.

ENROLLMENT
To enter Pre-Ballet, children must be at least 4 years old at time 
of enrollment. New students are admitted throughout the year 
as long as there is space in the class for which they qualify.

Students under 18 years of age must be enrolled by a parent or 

legal guardian liable for tuition. The enrollment form should be 
completed by the responsible adult for each child enrolled and 

returned to Ballet School NY on or before the date of the first 
class, together with the appropriate tuition payment. 

Children will not be admitted into class without a 

completed enrollment form and required payment. 

TUITION & FEES
Tuition may be paid in full at the time of enrollment, semi 

annually, or in four installments on the due dates indicated 

below. Semi-Annual payments are due at time of enrollment 
and January 22nd. Quarterly payments are due at time of 
enrollment, November 13th, January 29th, and April 2nd.
